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‘Seriously Underwater' Numbers Up in New
Jersey, Pennsylvania, and Delaware

IRVINE, Calif. B The percentages of "seriously underwater" mortgages
in New Jersey, as well as neighboring Pennsylvania and Delaware
exceeded the national average in the second quarter of 2016,
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accoraing 10 new gata releasea by Al 1 UM Data Solutions, previously
called RealtyTrac.

All three states also saw their percentages of seriously underwater
mortgages increase since the beginning of the year, while the national
average dropped slightly.

While being OunderwqterO means that mortgage balance exceeds the
homeOs value, being Oseriously underwaterO means the mortgage
balance exceeds the homeOs value by at least 25%.

About 6.7 million mortgage loans were seriously underwater
nationwide during the second-quarter of this year, making up 11.9% of
total mortgages.

In Pennsylvania, 12.5% of mortgages were seriously underwater.
Rates were even higher in New Jersey and Delaware, where
Oseriously underwaterO loans made up 14.8% of mortgages.

The news is worse when looking at certain areas in the Garden State.

One-third of the mortgages in Atlantic County are seriously
underwater.

While the overall rate of seriously underwater mortgages in Trenton is
20.4% some parts of that city are far worse off. Two zip codes just
east of the State House (08629 and 08690) have rates just above
60%, and in a southern part of the city that borders the Delaware
River, three in every four mortgages is seriously underwater.

CU Difference on Display to 5,000 at Last
WeekOs NCSL Summit

CHICAGO b CUNA and credit union league staff joined more than
5,000 attendees in Chicago last week at the National Conference of
State Legislatures (NCSL) Legislative Summit. More than 230
lawmakers representing 39 states stopped by the AmericaOs Credit
Unions booth, manned by CUNA and league staff, where credit union
fact sheets and high-tech giveaways were handed out.

Engagement at the NCSL Legislative Summit is a priority for CUNA
and the leagues because legislators adopt policies in NCSLOs eight
standing committees. Those adopted policies become the part of
NCSLOs efforts to fight unwarranted federal preemption of state laws,
unfunded mandates and federal legislation.

The Task Force on State and Local Taxation met to discuss tax policy
issues, and as expected, there were no discussions that would directly
impact credit unionsO tax status.

The Communications, Financial Services and Interstate Commerce
Committee adopted a resolution spearheaded by a bipartisan group of
Oregon lawmakers that urged Congress to enact laws that give legal
marijuana businesses access to financial services, including credit
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unions.
The resolution was adopted by the NCSL.

Additionally, as a part of an awareness efforts launched by CUNA, the
American Association of Credit Union Leagues, lllinois credit unions
and CUNA Mutual Group, state lawmakers saw the AmericaOs Credit
Unions logo emblazoned on the shirts of conference volunteers and
the conference registration bags.

Next yearOs summit will be held in Boston.
