Mica Urges CU Attendance to GAC, CUs Facing 'One of the
Most Activist Congresses We Have Seen in 40 Years'

WASHINGTON — CUNA President/CEO Dan Mica delivers an emphatic online
video message urging CU leaders to attend CUNA's upcoming Governmental
Affairs Conference to be held Feb. 21-25 in Washington, D.C.

"Yes we've had a tough year last year but we've done an awful lot together.
Corporate stabilization, the CARD Act and we even beat (mortgage) cramdown,
but there's more to do. We're going to be focused on member business lending,
a bill in the House and a bill in the Senate right now....and of course alternative
capital, important to everyone in the credit union movement. You need to be
there. It's important this will be one of the most activist Congresses we've seen
in 40 years," said Mica.

The CEOs were asked to pass the Board Survey on to their board members as
they see fit.

CEOs that have received the survey are requested to complete and return them
ASAP. Surveys need to be completed January 29 to be tabulated in time for the
2010 GAC in February.
